Code of Behavior

Attendance at Saint Rose of Lima School is the choice of
parents/guardians and implies a willingness on the part of both parents and
students to comply with all the accepted forms of good behavior. Itisthe
aim of the school to help the child with the developing process of character
formation. Every effort is made by all to instill good habits of conduct. In
each class, but especially in religion classes the child is hel ped to become
self-disciplined. The Christian community established at Saint Rose of Lima
School enables the student to enter into a special relationship with all
members of the school community; classmates, teachers and staff, Principal
and Pastor. This relationship extends beyond school walls and controls the
conduct of students not only on school property and during school activities,
but in all circumstances and places in which the relationship between the
school and student is evident, including traveling to and from school,
attending out of school sports, social and cultural events, church and other
public places, aswell asin the home. It is expected that the mode of good
behavior that is practiced during the years in school will be preparation for a
life-long habit of good, decent and honest living based on a conscience well
formed.

In order to assure parents that there is an earnest intent to instill
practices of good behavior, the Pastor, Prinicpal, School Board and Faculty
have approved the following behavior code:

There are two types of on-going disciplinary action:
Detention: Theloss of time during or after school.

1. Teacher Detention: imposed by the teacher for a period of time
determined by the teacher for an infraction of the rulesin the
classroom, playground, lunchroom, lavatory and for completion of
unfinished assignments.

Thefollowing are alist of some offenses that would result in detention:

- Fighting (verbal or physical assault)
Profanity
Excessivetardiness
Disregarding reasonable directions of teacher/staff
Inappropriate behavior in any part of the school



Throwing objects such as snowballs, stones, pencils or any
dangerous object in the schoolyard or classroom
Neglecting home or school assignments

Chewing gum

2. Administrative Detention: will beimposed by the Principal when a
student has violated the rules of the class again after having a teacher
detention three (3) times. Serious offenses will be reported directly to
the Principal immediately. The Principal may then choose to impose
administrative detention, in-school suspension, home suspension, or
expulsion depending on the severity of the offense.

Thefollowing isalist of offenses that could result in administrative
Interventions:
Causing malicious damage to school property or to the property
or clothing of others
Smoking
Theft
Possession of knives, fireworks, matches, drugs, alcohol, or
other potentially dangerous weapons or materials
Truancy
Cheating
Any other activity which isinappropriate for an elementary
student

After three (3) detentions for inappropriate behavior in the lunchroom, the
student will lose the privilege of eating in the lunchroom for a period of time
to be determined by the teacher or Principal. For continued misbehavior in
the lunchroom a student may lose the privilege of remaining in school

during lunchtime. The child will be required to have a parent come to the
school and either monitor his/her behavior in school or take him/her home
for lunch and return in time for the next class period.

Parents will be notified in advance of the date and time of detention.
Students are required to have detention notices signed and must return the
notices to the classroom teacher. Students who fail to have notices signed
will not be permitted to go to class until he/she complies with the school

policy.

SCHOOL POLICIES

Entrance Requirements

According to Rhode Island law, a child entering kindergarten must be
five years of age by September 1. A child entering first grade must be six
years of age by September 1. Students entering second through eighth grade
must successfully completed the previous grade and must present transfer
cards, immunization records and report cards from the school from which
they are transferring.

Registration

Registration for Pre-K, kindergarten and grade one are taken during
Catholic School Week. Parishioners are invited to register their children at
thistime. Registration is aso open to children outside the parish and to
children of other faiths. Parents must complete an application form and
present copies of baptismal and birth certificates and the record of
Immunization as stipulated by Rhode Island law. A certificate from a
licensed physician isrequired if achild is not to be immunized for medical
reasons.

During Catholic School Week transfer students may apply. An
application must be completed, report cards must be submitted, and the
applicant must come to the school for an interview before being accepted as
atransfer student in grades 2 through 8. Class sizeislimited to 30 children.
An exception to the policy may be made when afamily is moving into the
area and other children in the family have been admitted to the school. If
necessary, class size may be increased to accommodate a member of such a
family.

Length of School Day

Students should arrive after 7:45. Thereis no formal supervision
before that time, except at the Before School Program. Students must be
registered prior to attending. The crossing guard at Main Avenue and the
teacher on duty in the schoolyard will assume their duties at 7:45. Before
that time the school assumes no responsibility for the safety or conduct of
students who may be dropped off in the yard. The early bell will ring at 7:50
at which time teachers will meet their lines and escort them to their



classrooms. Students who arrive after 7:50 will be deemed tardy and must
sign in at the office. Parents must realize that repeated tardinessis
considered a serious offense for which students will be given detention after
school. Rulesfor tardiness:

1. warning

2. lost recess

3. detention

Morning prayers will be recited promptly at 8:00 and classes will
begin immediately thereafter. Children will be given opportunities to pray at
lunchtime and at the change of classes as well as the close of the day.

Dismissal beginsat 1:50. At dismissal, bus students will be called
first. These studentswill exit through the front door on Brentwood Avenue.
Next, students who travel by car and those who walk will be called. They
will exit by way of the door opposite the front door, which leads to the back
parking lot. No children may exit through other doors. Parents are asked to
park in the back lot between the school and chapel or on the Main Avenue
side. Cars should not be parked in front of the school or block driveways.
Thisis abus-loading zone and is marked with yellow paint.

Orange cones will prevent traffic from going beyond the gym area for
the safety of the children. Parents are encouraged to walk to the back door
to pick up their children safely. No parent will be allowed to enter the
building at dismissal as it impedes the process. Thisisfor the safety of all
students. Studentsin the grades K-8 will be escorted to the schoolyard by
their teachers. Walkers will exit through the back door and proceed down
the walkway between the chapel and rectory to Inman Avenue where they
will be met by the crossing guard at the corner of Inman and Main Avenue.
If anyone other than the custodial parent or guardian is designated to pick up
achild at dismissal, please make this known to the classroom teacher in
writing. A copy of the alternate caregiver's license should be kept in the
student'sfile. We are committed to the safety of your children and are
grateful for your cooperation.

Appointments

Students, who for serious reason must be excused from school early,
must present a written request from parents stating the time and reason for
dismissal. This must be presented to the homeroom teacher and approved by
the Principal. When picking up a child befor e the close of the school day,
parents should check in at the office to sign the logbook for early
dismissalsin the secretary's office. The secretary will then call the child



from classto report to the office. No child will be released for dismissal
except to the custodial parent or guardian. All visitorsto the school must
report to the office first by way of the front door. All other doorsare
locked from the outside during school hoursto comply with diocesan
regulations and for safety reasons.

No student is allowed to open an outside door to any parent even if the
child knows the parent. A staff member is the only one allowed to open a
door to anyone. Parents should use the doorbell to enter the building.

After School Program

On site daycare is provided at the school on an as needed basis from
2:00-5:30 Monday through Friday.

Before school careisalso provided from 7 amto 7:50 am prior to the
start of school Monday through Friday. Please register with the school prior
to attending the program.

Transportation

School buses are provided by the City of Warwick for Warwick
residents who live the appropriate distance from the school. The schedule of
times and stops is printed in the Journa Bulletin and the Warwick Beacon
the week before school starts. If you have any questions regarding
transportation please contact the Warwick School Department at 737-3300.
Bus students are responsible for proper behavior while riding the bus. Bus
transportation is a privilege that can be revoked for misbehavior.

Attendance

Regular attendance is an absolute necessity for real progressin school.
If illness or some other unavoidable reason prevents a student from attending
school, the parent is asked to call the school before 8:30. The school phone
number is 739-6937. The fax number is 737-4632. Upon returning to
school after an absence the student must present a note from the parent to the
homeroom teacher stating the reason for the absence. Parents are advised
not to take vacations during school weeks. Thisleaves gapsin the child's
education and is disruptive to the classroom setting. Assignments missed
due to family travel during unscheduled vacations will be the responsibility
of the student. Teachers should not be asked to prepare materials in advance
to accommodate travel plans.



Emergency Dismissals and Cancellations

When it is necessary to dismiss early because of inclement weather or
other emergency, telephone and radio communications will be used. For
cancellations due to weather, Saint Rose will use the same schedule as the
Warwick School Department. Please listen to announcements on the radio
and T. V. Parents should not call the school for information during an
emergency asit will tie up phonelines. Clear instructions should be written
on emergency cards to indicate what children are to do and where they
should go in the event of an emergency. These cards are kept on filein the
secretary's office. Announcements of no school or a delayed opening are
usually broadcast as early as 6:30. If you hear, "No School Warwick", we
have no school at Saint Rose.

There are four lunch periods each day. The scheduleis asfollow:

Once again, we will be providing our lunch program on adaily basis
at acost of $3.25. Thiswill include milk. Students who do not purchase a
lunch may carry alunch in abag or lunch box that has the student's name
clearly marked. Students who bring alunch to school are asked to bring
ready-to-eat lunches that do not require heating or other preparation. Please
send your child to school with alunch or purchase a school lunch. Parents
should not bring in alunch on adaily basis; thisis disruptive to students and
staff. It does not teach the children to be independent. If your child forgets to
bring their lunch you may drop it at the office. No one will be allowed to go
to the lunchroom. Please purchase lunches on Monday for the entire week.

Professional Responsibilities Homework Policy

Definition of Homework: Homework is any assignment given by ateacher
for which the child is responsible for completion out of school in his/her
own time. Itisanatural extension of the school day and provides abond
between the parents and the classroom teachers.

Purpose of Homework:

To supplement and reinforce classroom work.

To give additiona practice and review in particular skills.

To make up work lost through extended absences.

To develop initiative, responsibility, self-direction and independence.
To develop good study skills and habits.

Types of Assignments: Assignments will be designed to extend the
learning activities and provide variety to stimulate interest. Assignments
may be on an individual, group or class basis. They can be of awritten,
formal nature, one of observation, reporting, or any other type that may suit
the particular lesson or subject. Homework may be given in one or more
subjects each day and should be varied so that all of the academic subjects
are covered in a particular time frame determined by the teacher.

Time Allotments. Assignments will be such that the average student is able
to complete them in the following time allotments. This schedule is based
on national norms.

Kindergarten  Asneeded and requested by parents
Gradesland 2 20to 25 minutes

Grades3and 4 30 to 40 minutes

Grades5and 6 50 to 60 minutes

Grades7and 8 11/2to 2 hours

No assignment will be given over long vacations but may be given over
weekends at the discretion of the teacher and the needs of the students.

Policy Statement on Threats of Violence and Actual Violence

Any action by any member of the school community that disrupts the
peace of the community is unacceptable. Therefore, intimidation,
harassment, threats of violence, and actual violence of any kind in any form,
including use of e-mail, by any member of the school community to any
other member of the school community or to an outsider subject an



individual to sanctions by the school including but not limited to suspension,
medical/psychologica evaluation, and exclusion. All threats of violence
will be taken seriously. Excuses such as"| was only kidding" are not
acceptable. In addition, threats of violence and acts of violence will be
reported to the police where appropriate.

Sexual Harassment Policy

A principa who receives a sexua harassment complaint will carefully
Investigate the matter, questioning al who may have knowledge of either the
incident in question or similar problems. The Principal shall then
immediately report the complaint to the Pastor and to the Diocesan
Superintendent of Schools. The complaint will be promptly and to the
extent possible, confidentially investigated and any remedial action, whichis
necessary and appropriate, will be taken.

Scrip Tuition Reduction Program

There will be a50/50 split of revenue applied toward the tuition of
participating families. Each participating family will be assigned a SCRIP
number. To participate, families need to fill in the order form properly
indicating their assigned SCRIP number on each form. It will not be
possible to change or add a SCRIP number to an order after the SCRIP order
Is received and processed.

Tuition reduction cannot exceed the total cost of tuition. Any excess
will be applied to the school’ s general fund.

Tuition reduction calculations are calculated for the next school year's
tuition. Any tuition reduction earned thru the last day of school will be
applied to the tuition payments for the following school year. For example:

There will not be any cash, checks or rebates issued in excess of tuition;
including, but not limited to, afamily that is leaving or not returning to St.
Rose of Lima School for any reason. Any unapplied tuition reduction will
revert to the school’ s genera fund.

Tuition Reimbursement Policy

The annual school budget is prepared based on projected enrolIment
for the ensuing school year. As students register for the coming school year
supplies, materias, textbooks, and staff are engaged to provide a sound
educational program for the enrolled students. The tuition paid by parentsis
based on per pupil cost and is but one component of the income necessary to
provide financial support for the school.



Tuition in most instancesis paid in monthly installments beginning
with the first payment in July and ending with the tenth payment in April.
When students enter school in September, tuition payments are current and
not paid in advance. Therefore, with the exception of students who do not
enter in September, it isthe policy of the Saint Rose of Lima School Board
not to grant any tuition reimbursement for the unused portion of a student's
tuition. In those casesin which a student does not enter school in

September, afull reimbursement of tuition paid less the registration fee will
be provided.



Instructional Programs and Activities

The Program of Religion

Of primary importance in this school is the teaching of the doctrine of
the Catholic faith, the incul cation of values and character formation, the
attendance at the Liturgy, and reception of the Sacraments. Every effortis
made to help each child to become knowledgeable in the faith and aware of
the presence of God in hig/her life.

The day starts with Morning Prayer, each change of classisaso
begun with prayer, and Grace before Mealsis recited before the noontime
meal. When possible thefirst class of the day isreligion.

Each month adifferent class, designated the Honor Class, prepares
the liturgy with their teacher. The children choose the readings and the
music for the mass. Parents are welcome to attend all masses.

Opyportunities are provided for the children to receive the Sacrament
of Reconciliation periodically during the year to supplement family
reception of the Sacraments. Thisis not intended to replace the parental
obligation to insure your child's access to the Eucharist and reconciliation.
Parents are encouraged to frequent the Sacrament of Reconciliation and
mass during weekend parish times with their children on aregular basis.

Grade two students prepare for both First Communion and First
Penance. Thefirst year for the Sacrament of Confirmation beginsin grade
eight.

The Academic Program

Saint Rose is approved by the Rhode Island Department of Education
and the Diocese of Providence to operate an elementary school from pre-
school to grade eight. The schooal is staffed with teachers who meet all
requirements mandated by the Rhode |sland Department of Education and
model Christian values. Saint Roseis also accredited by the New England
Association of Schools and Colleges and is a member of the Association for
the Supervision and Curriculum Development, and the National Catholic
Educators Association. All courses are taught in strict accordance with the
diocesan curriculum. Textbooks are selected which best fit the needs of the
curriculum and are updated regularly. The texts meet the national standards.
Thereisno book fee at Saint Rose: The Cost of Books is Covered by
Tuition. Consumable books, which are workbooks that supplement the texts,




are also provided. Textbooks should be covered at home when the child
brings the books home for the first time. The child's name and grade should
be written on the front of the book cover. When books are lost or damaged
students are required to pay for the cost of the replacement book.

Special Classes

Reading

Developmental reading is taught in grades kindergarten to grade eight.
Students are arranged in small groups according to ability for instruction.
Trade books are aso used in the classroom to integrate the study of language
arts and other subjects.

Computer Classes

Children in grades kindergarten through grade eight receive weekly
instruction in our computer lab. The computer teacher helps students
integrate technology skills into the curriculum and also diocesan standards
for technology skill development by grade level. An Internet Access and
Policy Agreement form must be signed and returned in order to use our
computers.

Spanish Classes

Students in grades 1-8 receive instruction in the Spanish language
weekly. The purpose of the instruction is to have students graduating from
our school who are fluent in the language and may qualify for Spanish Il or
Spanish I honorsin their respective secondary schools.

Algebra

Algebraistaught to studentsin grade 8 who qualify for such
Instruction. Students who compl ete the course of algebra are eligible for
Algebrall or Algebrall honorsin their respective secondary schools.

Music

Classes for all grades meet once per week. Additional music
programs are open to our students through choral group, school plays and
liturgical programs.



I nstrumental Music

Instrumental music is offered once per week. This program is sponsored by
Smyle, Inc. thereis an additional fee for instrumental music. Instruments
available to studentsinclude: recorder, violin, guitar, drums, keyboard,
trumpet, and saxophone.

Physical Education

Students in grades Pre-K -8 participate in physical education classes
twice per week unless the child has an excuse for medical reasons. The
proper gym attire must be worn. Physical education teachers are provided to
our school through Y oung World, Inc.

Special Services

Students with special needs are welcomed at Saint Rose of Lima
School. A resource program is available three days per week at our school to
help students who have Individual Education Plans or are designated by their
teachers as students who need additional help in asubject area. The
program includes both a separate class program and an inclusion program
depending on the child's needs. We also work with the Warwick School
Department.

Any purchases from LAND'S END or any other store or catalog must

be consistent with this uniform code.

Dress Up/Dress Down Days

Dress down days will be designated to accommodate field trips,
picture day or temperature. On those occasions students will be expected to
dressin accordance with what is befitting a Christian environment in a neat
well-groomed manner.



Accessories and Fashion Fads

The purpose of our dress code is that student apparel will be neat and
not detract from the educational climate of the school. To accomplish this
accessories should be simple by design.

Earrings: Girls may wear simple earrings - one in each ear lobe- no
multiple earrings. Boys may not wear earrings. No other form of body
piercing is allowed for girls or boys.

Hair: Girls should wear their hair in aneat fashion with no artificial
coloring. Simple bows, barrettes, and headbands, are acceptable. Boys
should wear their hair neatly with no artificial coloring. Length of hair
should be above a conventional shirt collar. No shaved heads are allowed
and students are not allowed to shave letters, numbers, or designsinto
hairdos.

Tattoos: No tattoos, permanent or temporary are permitted.

Nail Polish: Girl'sonly - should be clear; no colors.

Fashions and fads come and go, but it is our intention at Saint Rose of Lima
School to maintain adress code that is consistent with Christian values and
conducive to an educational setting.

Should My Child Be In School With This lliness?

The following information is not medical advice, but ssmply guidelinesto
use to prevent unnecessary absence from school and to help you assess
whether your child should come to school.

Stomachache, vomiting, diarrhea

A child with these symptoms should be kept home until symptoms have
resolved for approximately 12 hours and the child is able to keep down
food and liquid. Please do not send your child to schooal if they have been
vomiting in during the night. Consult you doctor if fever and stomach pains
persist or your child has poor oral intake and appears dehydrated (dry mouth,
no tears, sunken eyes, urinates less than 4 timesin 24 hours). Remember to
wash your hands frequently.




When You Call Your Doctor, You Need To Know:

When the illness began.

How often diarrhea or vomiting is occurring.
If your child has lost weight.

If your child also has afever.

If your child isable to drink and retain liquids.

Pain:
Earache: Consult your doctor during office hours. To relieve
pain, give your child acetaminophen or ibuprofen as
recommended by your child's doctor. A child need not miss
school due to an ear infection.
Toothache: Call your dentist.
Headache: A child should be kept at home if headaches are
severe and do not respond to acetaminophen or ibuprophen.
Consult your doctor should the headaches persist.

Cold, Sore Throat, Cough:

Children average six to eight colds per year. If cold and cough symptoms
are associated with afever or they do not readily improve, call your doctor.
Y our child may attend school if thereisno fever.

A sorethroat, in conjunction with afever and swollen glands, may indicate
strep throat. Call you doctor during office hours to have your child
evaluated. Children are no longer contagious after 24 hours on antibiotics.

Red Eyes:

When the white part of the eye appears red and produces ayellow or green
crusty discharge: Call your doctor during office hours. Y our child may
have conjunctivitis, acommon but troublesome condition that may need an
eye ointment, and may attend school after 24 hours of treatment. Remember
to wash your hands frequently. Give your child a separate towel and
washcloth.

Fever:

Y our child may attend school with atemperature of less than 100°. Fevers
are generally asign of infection. Make sure that you have athermometer at
home and can readily take your child's temperature. Consult your doctor for
the best anti-fever medication for your child, and if the fever is associated
with other symptoms.



Mites and Lice:

Once brought into home or school, mites and lice can produce an epidemic
of itching and scratching. Caution your child against sharing anybody else's
combs and brushes or clothing, especially hats. If your child becomesa
"host" to mites or lice, check with your doctor or the school nurse for the
most effective way to disinfect your child and al the child's clothing and
bedding.

Rash:

A rashisusualy the sign of aviral illness. It may also be areactionto a
medication or environmental factors such as plants or detergents. If your
child has an unusual rash or it is associated with afever consult your doctor.
Keep your child home from school until you have discussed the rash with
your doctor. When you call your doctor, you need to know:

1. Thelocation, color and texture of the rash.

2. When the rash began.

3. If your child has afever.

4. If your child has been exposed to other children with contagious

i1l nesses.

NOTE: Parents are advised to give medication at home and on schedule
other than during school hours. If it is necessary that a medication be given
during school hours, the following regulations must be followed:

1. Parent or guardian is required to bring medication to school.

2. Only medications prescribed/advised by a physician/dentist will be
given. Thisincludes both prescription and over-the-counter
medi cations.

3. All medications brought to school must be in the original prescription
container, accompanied by a properly executed copy of the
medication authorization and consent form, and include the following
information

a. Student's name

b. Name and dosage of medication
C. Instructions for administration
d. Physicians name

4. Only one (1) dose of medication per day will be given in school.
Medication that is required more than once will not be given in school
unless directly ordered by a physician.

5. ALL medicationswill be kept in alocked medication area. Itisthe
expectation of the School District that the dispensation of medications
in the school shall be supervised by the certified school nurse/teacher.
Medications will be administered by the certified school
nurse/teacher, student's parent/guardian or parent designee.
(EXCEPTIONS: Students with physician's orders for the use of an
Epi-Pen, Epi-Pen Jr., asthma inhalation device or other emergency
medication which shall be readily available to the student). The
certified school nurse/teacher shall develop an individualized plan to
Instruct such students in the proper use and method of self-
administration of hig’her individually prescribed medication. Inthe
event of an incident where the child is unable to attend to his’/her own
needs, the principal/attending staff member shall be authorized to act
inloco parentis. A daily record keeping system will be maintained by
the certified school/nurse teacher.

6. Authorization for medication dispensation must be received for each
medication is effective only for the length of time stated by the
physician/dentist, but not longer than the current school year.




7. If the student isto go on afield trip, the parent/guardian or parent
designee must make arrangements through the school nurse/teacher to
authorize a person other than the school nurse/teacher to administer
medication. Parents are welcome to participate on field trips.
